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ACTIVITY: Compost Concentration
Background
The Fundy Region Solid Waste Commission offers a Compost Program, wherein residents place all their food leftovers, yard waste, and other organic material in their own green Compost Carts. Local waste haulers bring the materials from the Carts to Crane Mountain Landfill. There it goes through a natural decomposition process to become Grade A Compost, which returns nutrients to gardens and lawns around the region.

It’s important that people understand what materials belong in the Compost Cart. See the list below:

Instructions
1. Discuss what waste you can compost.
2. Sit in a circle, and choose one player to be “it” and begin. 
3. Like the traditional game of Concentration, the group slaps both their knees, claps, snaps left-hand, and then snaps right while saying, “I compost.” The person who is “it” replies with one thing they can compost while on the last snap. 
4. The person in her or his right then has the next turn. The game continues until everyone has had a turn.
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
