Introduction
The Fundy Region Solid Waste Commission is responsible for solid waste disposal and diversion in the Greater Saint John area, including Crane Mountain Landfill and the recycling and compost programs.   The Commission is a non-profit organization governed by representatives of the municipalities and local service districts, and it is funded solely through the various tipping fees at the landfill.

Residents in the Fundy Region may place their clean paper, cardboard, metal, plastic bags, and rigid plastic in the blue bins at Recycling Depots around the region. Residents can also separate their food scraps, yard clippings, and other organic materials from the regular garbage by placing it in their green compost cart. Local waste haulers empty the compost carts at the curb and deliver the organic materials to the compost facility at Crane Mountain Landfill.
